What is Huna? In Hawaiian, the word Huna means “the secret” or “that which is unseen”. It
refers to a body of knowledge with its origins in antiquity, possibly 2,000 years old or older. In

many ways, it is a mystery school.

Huna is not a religion. The primary mandate in Huna is
to live the “hurtless life”. The teachings require that we
cause no harm to another, that we respect every
sentient being and life form. It was known that when
we hurt others, we cause hurt to our self, and we create
blocks which disrupt the balance of all existence. Huna
teaches that everything is energy, that nothing is
separate, and there is a fine balance in this Universe.
Therefore, cornerstone Huna teachings center on
exploring and experiencing this “energy”, and practicing
very specific ways to restore balance and harmony to
body, mind, and spirit. Huna connects us to all things,
including our ancestors, that which is unseen, our
Higher Self, and spirit guides.

The Huna teachings were not openly discussed and
never written down, but rather were passed from initiate
to initiate for hundreds, possibly thousands of
generations. These initiates were called kahuna,
meaning the Keepers of the Secret.

The kahuna were teachers and healers. They could change
the weather, create rain and even move storms. They could
communicate with animals, the fish, trees, plants, and the
planet itself. They could tell the people when to plant their
crops, when to harvest, which crops and where they should
be planted. Like a shaman, the kahuna'’s primary purpose
however, was to restore harmony — harmony within the
bodies, within relationships, within communities, within nature,
within humanity and the undivided Universe.
